After review of the requested progress report, the continuing accreditation status of the associate degree 

radiography program, which includes a distance delivery option, sponsored by Southeast Community College was 

considered at the August 1, 2024 meeting of the Joint Review Committee on Education in Radiologic Technology 

(JRCERT).
